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At least thirty days prior to the date of each annuai meeting, the
Board will cause to be mailed to all members, at their address of
;ecord, an agenda for the meeting. In addition, the Board may include
information, and recommended positions, concerning some or all of the
items on the agenda. Any member who wishes to submit an item for the
agenda must submit a petition, signed by a minimum of 5% of the voting
members, at least fifty days before the date of the annual meeting so
that the agenda item can be included by the Board on the agenda. (14)
Agenda items will not be accepted by the Board of Directors, nor raised
from the floor during the meeting which were not included on the agenda

for the annual meeting.

Regarding the election of members to the Board of Directors at the
annual meeting, nominations by members must be submitted at least fifty
days prior to the annual meeting and must be signed by not less than 5%
of the members of BPIA{17), and the Board of Directors must submit a
nominating committee report by mail to all members at least thirty days
prior to the annual meeting. Nominations from the floor at the meeting,
either by members OY by the Board of Directors, are not to be

accepted. (10)

ARTICLE FIVE

Voting

VYoting at all meetings shall be by voice OrI show of hands, except
for the election of directors, which shall be by ballot. {4}

At any regular oOr special meeting if a majority so requires any
questions may be voted upon in the manner and style provided for
election of officers and directors.

N. The immediate past rresident of the corporaticn, if his
requiar and full term on the Board of Directors shall have expired and
if pot re-elected to the Board of Directors, shall remain on the Board
of Directors as an advisor for a pericd of one year immediately
following his ferm of office as President, but shall not have the right
to vote as a director. In the event his regular term on the Board of
Directors shall not have expired, then he shall continue to serve as 4
director for the balance of his term and shall have all the rights,
privileges, authority and responsibilities as any other member of the
